Information for Helicopter Duration Pilot Event Supervisors / Judges
Tasks upon Arrival
1. Locate Event Organizers,

2. Identify yourself as a “Helicopter Duration” Event Supervisor /. Judge
a. You should contacted organizer prior to the event so this becomes a recognition rather than an introduction

3. Request organizer to explain accommodations for the event i.e. location etc
4. Identify Environmental Controls ahead of flight attempts

a. Disable AC/FANS – coordinate with facilities
b. Doors Closed – you can ask the audience for assistance with this task
Items Required for Supervising Event
1. Table for Tech Inspection – Supplied by TBD

2. Stop Watches for Timers – Supplied by TBD

a. 3 stop watches needed.

b. Extra people to help timing are usually readily available – just ask

Tools Required For Tech Inspection

c. Measuring Tape or Measuring Devise. Such as Cardboard with 40cm hole cut out for rotor diameter to fit through (Go / No-Go)
d. Scale to measure weight down to .2 decimal grams 
e. Ziplog Bags, Sharpie, shoe box  (Quarantine the motors)
Tech Inspector Tasks


1. Verify the Helicopter doesn’t violate the Duration Event Rules (size, weight)

3. Weight of each Rubber band motor does not exceed 2 grams

4. Minimum Weight of Helicopter without motor is above 4 grams

5. Impound Motors 

i. Bag and Tag with Team Name

ii. Place in shoebox and keep under control of Judges only

6. Measure rotors without touching AC using Cardboard measuring device described in items section.  I suggest you consider having the Helicopter builder help with this.  It is good if builder is the only one handling the Helicopter. As a judge don’t put yourself in the position to be accused of breaking their delicate Helicopter right before the competition.  Remedy = Have the builder hold the Helicopter.  Have the other team member use the measuring device and as the judge you observe the measurement.
7. Judges / Volunteers should never handle the Helicopter
Timers Tasks (3 People)


1. 3 stop watches measure each Helicopter flight simultaneously

2. Throw out Low and High Times, Record Middle time in Log as official.
Event Results
1. Record the official time for each team’s official flights
2. Create a list of teams starting with the longest flight and ending with the shortest flight.
